	For transition from Home to Overton Pre-School Playcentre.
· To encourage all parents/carers to be partners in their child’s education.

· To assist parents/carers in helping their child prepare for pre-school.

· To make a happy transition from home to pre-school.

· To support the pre-school child towards independence.

· To ensure that any relevant information from outside agencies is acknowledged and acted upon particularly in regard to children with special educational needs.

For transition Overton Playcentre to St. Mary’s Nursery School and other Schools.
· To ensure that the child has a positive first meeting and familiarise them with their new environment.

·  To ensure that any relevant information from outside agencies is acknowledged and shared with the school particularly in regard to children with special educational needs.

· Ensure that parents/carers are aware of the schools transition policy as well as our own. 


	Objectives, Statements and Procedures

	Our transition and transfer policy reflects the ethos that emotional well-being is essential in terms of learning. We have appropriate expectations of the children, and empathy with them too, so we have created a transfer programme in conjunction with St Mary’s primary school to reflect this.

Starting school is a huge transition and Overton Playcentre will do all it can to facilitate a smooth move. We have a variety of methods that support this: 

· We welcome school representatives into the nursery to introduce them to the children. 

· Use visual aids e.g. school uniform dressing up clothes, to help the children to become familiar with this new setting. 

· Practitioners will initiate conversations with the children, who are due to move to school, about the school and discuss what they think may be different and what may be the same. They will talk through any concerns the child may have and initiate activities or group discussions relating to any issues enabling these to be overcome. 

 Overton Playcentre will ensure a comprehensive report is produced on each child starting school to enable teachers to have a good understanding of each child received. This will include their interests, strengths and level of understanding and development in key areas. This will support continuity of care and early learning. 
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
